Points South:
Take 95 NORTH to exit 55, which is the Key 
Highway exit (this is the very last exit before the 
Fort McHenry Tunnel). At the bottom of the ramp 
there will be a stoplight, Make a LEFT onto Key 
Highway. Follow Key Highway for 1.4 miles and on 
the right hand side will be the Rusty Scupper and 
city-owned parking lot.

Points North:
Take 95 SOUTH through the Fort McHenry Tunnel. 
Stay in the right hand lane of the tunnel. Take the 
first exit after the tunnel - exit 55 Key Highway. 
At the bottom of the ramp, make a RIGHT onto 
Key Highway. Follow Key Highway for 1.6 miles 
and the Rusty Scupper and city-owned parking lot 
will be on your RIGHT.
